No. LQN. 12/2013/C.R. 190/A-2(Part-16).—The following draft of rules further to amend the
Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement (Maharahstra) Rules, 2014, which the Government of Maharashtra Proposes to make
in exercise of the powers confered by sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 109 of the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013
(30 of 2013) and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, is hereby published, as required by
section 112 of the said Act, for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and
notice is hereby given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government of
Maharahstra on or after the 4th December, 2015.

2. Any objections or suggestions, which may be received by the Secretary (Forest),
Revenue and Forests Department, Mantralaya, Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma Rajguru Chowk,
Mumbai 400 032, from any person with respect to the said draft before the aforesaid date, will be
considered by the Government.

DRAFT RULES

1. These rules may be called the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land

Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement (Maharashtra) (Second Amendment) Rules, 2015.

2. For rule 7 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement (Maharashtra) Rules, 2014 (hereinafter referred to as “the
Principal Rules”) the following shall be substituted, namely :—

“7. Multi-disciplinary Expert Group.—(1) The Appropriate Government shall consititute
a multi-disciplinary Expert Group as provided under sub-section (1) of section 7 of the Act.
The Expert Group shall consist of,—

(a) two non-official social scientist;

(b) two representatives of Panchayats, Gram Sabha, Municipality or Municipal
Corporation, as the case may be; of which at least one shall be a women.

(c) two experts on rehabilitation; and
(d) a technical expert in the subject relating to the project.
(2) The Appropriate Government shall nominate a person from amongst the members of
the Expert Group as the Chairperson of the Group.”.
3. In rule 8 of the Principal Rules :(—

(a) in sub-rule (I), for the words “State Government” the words “Appropriate
Government” shall be substituted,

(b) in sub-rule (2), for the words “State Government” the words “Appropriate
Government” shall be substituted.
